Michigan is like a hand. . . . 
Any native will tell you that, as they hold up their 
hand to demonstrate. Interlochen and Traverse City 
are located where the top edge of the pinkie meets 
the ring finger. Camp (and Interlochen Center for the 
Arts) is 15 miles from Traverse City, 24 miles from 
Lake Michigan, 243 miles from Detroit, and 310 
miles from Chicago.

Cherries, all round
Traverse City is the sour cherry capital of the world 
and hosts the National Cherry Festival each July. 
Although 99 percent of the crop are Montmorency 
cherries (“tarts”), there are abundant dark, sweet 	
cherries too. The beloved Cherry Hut is 16 miles 	
west of Interlochen, in Beulah.
